1. Turn both swiltches on KI-KU-Z0 and the microphone

head sometimes flashes on and off. This does not
indicate anything out of order.

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* After you have become used lo working with KI-KU-Z0,
try experimenting with other interesting words

" Keep your commands short, between three to five
letters (syllables), and lasting within 1.2 seconds.

After all the commands have been put into the eight
Memory Buttons, place the robot away from you. Youare
now ready for a trial run.

LUse the microphone to give your command to KI-KLU-ZO.
He will move at the sound of your voice.

If KI-KU-ZO fails to act in response to your command
after several tries, or if he makes the wrong movements,
press the corresponding Memory Bultton again, and let
KI-KU-ZO relearn the word.

" If he makes the wrong movements, press the Memory
Button as many times as necessary for him to recognize
the command.

* To wipe out all commands from KI-KU-ZO's memory,
turn the Main Switch OFF.

If he fails to follow your orders after a fair amount of
practice, try using a tape recorder. Tape your commands,
register them to KI-KU-ZO's memory, and re-play them
to command him to action. As the taped voice is the exact
raplica — in tone, accent, and wording — of the voice
registered in KI-KU-ZO's memory, he will answer to the
taped commands. Keep practicing so that your voice will
also be an exact replicaof the one first given to KI-KU-Z0,
50 Itha: you will have the robot under your complete
COnLrol.

HOW TO ADJUST THE ARMS

Wwhen the arms have slipped out of place or when they are
not able to carry an object in response to a command, adjust

the arms as follows:

1. With a "Down” command, bring the arms down to the

position shown in Diagram A.

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* KI-KU-ZO has been fabricated with highly precise
components, including the LSl (large scale integrated
circuit), and as such, requires extra special care. Always
::eap the following precautions in mind whenever it is put
0 use.

Do not drop or shake the device.

Never take the robot apart.

Keep it away from dust and moisture.

Do not leave it for lengthy pericds in direct sunlight, or
expose It to extremes of temperature.

Do not hold, bend or twist the antennas.

* Wave Interference

Interference of electric waves may be caused by a number of
factors indoors or outdoors: the change in temperature,
various obstructions, or other waves on the same
wavelength in the vicinity. They may have an effect on the
distance it takes to transmit a command from the mike to K-
KU-ZO, or prevent the robot from operating properly. This
does not indicate that the device is out of order. If such a
case occurs, take your robot to a different place, and try
again.

¢ Choosing the Play Area

1. The best place for playing with KI-KU-ZO is indoors, ona
flat surface. (Plastic-tiled floors, hardwood floors, etc.)
Avoid high-resistance surfaces such as carpets, that may
prevent the robot from moving smoothly.

Never play out in the streets as it can be very dangerous
Do not play with it on sandy or gravelly ground. Avoid
playing with it where there is much dust.
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1. Amida-kuji game (a game of chance)

On a piece of paper, draw “amida”, or several vertical lines
with short lines drawn arbitrarily across. Place KI-KU-ZO on
one of the vertical lines and tell him to turn left and right
(The rules of the game dictate that he make a turn al the first
horizontal line that he comes across.) The object of the time
game is to see who gets to his goal first. (One interesting
suggestion: Ful some prizes on the different goals.)
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2. The carrying game

Draw circles on two pieces of paper and place them apart
from each other on the floor. Place small loys or objecls
(each one must weigh under 30 grams and stand under
7em.) in one of the circles. Make KI-KU-Z0 carry these
objects 1o the other circle. To make the game more
interesting, arrange some obstacles along the way
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3. The maze game

Make a maze with corridors wide enough for KI-KU-ZO to
move through. See how quickly he can go from the entrance
to the exit. Along the way, place road blocks and detours,
walls that may be broken down for passage, or anything to
make the game even more exciting

4, Guess-the-word game

The game is for two or more players. First, the players think
up a hst of eight words. One person makes KI-KU-ZO
memorize these words. (Make sure that the other player
does not see which button contains what word.) Prepare a
slalom course on the floor with toy blocks, and use the eight
words to maneuver KI-KU-ZO through the course toward

the goal. The one to get to the goal in the shortest time is the
winner
